(1964-2004)

Como la investi-
gadora brillante y trabajadora incansable que fue, Cristina Blanco dirigié distintos
proyectos de investigacion, organizé diferentes eventos académicos, y estudié la
obra de autores como Emily Dickinson, Henry James, James Joyce, Virginia Woolf,
Elizabeth Bowen, Amy Tan, o Bharati Mukherjee.

Cristina Blanco siempre aport6 su buen hacer al Departamento y a la Univer-
sidad en los que se formé como docente e investigadora. Fue Secretaria del Depar-
tamento de Filologfa Inglesa y Alemana durante casi cinco anos y, a pesar de sus
problemas de salud, su voluntad de hierro la llevé a aceptar el cargo de Asesora del
Rector de la Universidad de Santiago de Compostela para Comunicacién y Proyec-
cién Exterior.

Sus inquietudes personales, humanas y artisticas la acercaron al mundo del
periodismo y de la creacion literaria. Colaboradora semanal del diario El Correo
Gallego desde 1995, sus contribuciones nos han ofrecido un claro testimonio de su
sensibilidad artistica y de su compromiso social.

El Departamento de Filologfa Inglesa de la Universidad de Santiago de Compos-
tela lamenta la pérdida irreparable de una companera que brill6 como profesional
y como ser humano.

GUILLERMINA CENOZ DEL AGUILA
(1941-2004)

Guillermina's heart finally gave up the long battle on March 15th. She had spent the
whole month in hospital under sedation, but we all expected that she would
recover. She had got over a very serious operation four years ago; the miracle of that
recovery had enabled her to start a new life of independence surrounded by her
children, her grandchildren, her friends and colleagues and, of course, her beloved
books. Guillermina, an avid reader, was wonderful at transmitting her own passion
for reading to her students. She loved teaching and her students knew it and
admired her for her wisdom and her dedication. She could have retired after her
operation, in hindsight many of us feel she should have done, but she was devoted
to her profession and was reluctant even to take days off despite her poor health.

Since she joined the department in 1975, Guillermina has been a favourite
among students, as she encouraged them to express their own views freely and
openly. The atmosphere of her classes on the Picaresque, Victorian fiction, van-
guard and contemporary threatre was always relaxed but academically stimulating,
friendly but respectful of differing opinions. She always found students eager to
continue the classroom discussions in the corridor, in her office, even at her home.
In the early days of the Department, when numbers were small, Guillermina was
always at the centre of get-togethers and dinners with staff and students.

In the late 1970s she presented her PhD dissertation on medieval theatre; in the
early 1980s she passed her "oposiciones" in Madrid. Her dedication to the Faculty,
twice as Head of Department, and as Vice-Dean during the 1980s and 1990s made
her a popular figure beyond the boundary of the classrooms. She set us an example
of the dedicated, caring teacher that we would all wish to imitate. It is true that
nobody is irreplaceable, but the vacuum left by Guillermina's death will be ex-
tremely hard to fill.
